English Hand Bells at Trinity 
According to Wikipedia small tuned bells were first 

created by Robert and William Cor in Aldbourne, 

Wiltshire, England between 1696 and 1724 and were 

to be `ss`bgdc sn ` gnqrdƍr g`qmdrr-These bells were 

fabricated out of cor, an early form of brass. They 

vdqd `c`osdc ax ƏBg`mfd AdkkƐ qhmfdqr+ qhmfdqr vgn

would ring sets of church bells ranging in number 

from six to twelve. These small bells allowed the 

Change Bell ringers to rehearse with relative ease in 

indoor comfort instead of manhandling massive bells 

in a drafty bell tower. 
 

During World War II hand bells 

gained great popularity as the 

ringing of church bells was 

forbidden except as an air raid alert. 
 

Trinity first acquired a two-octave set of hand bells (24 

bells) as a gift from Allin and Rachel McCahen in 

1966 or 67. About this time Anne and Don Stager 

returned from a five-year stay in Pakistan and joined 

the Trinity family. One day Alice Frahm showed the 

bells, which were collecting dust in the back of a 

closet, to Anne and asked her to help form a junior 

high bell choir. Anne gladly agreed and the choir 

grew, eventually expanding to include an adult bell 

choir. In 1975, as the need for more bells became 

apparent, Anne initiated a fund drive to finance the 

purchase of three more octaves (36 bells). During 

@mmdƍr 14-year tenure as volunteer director the bell 

choir was a frequent contributor to worship, concerts, 

and special events. At one point the bell choirs of 

Burlingame Presbyterian and Trinity combined for a 

Əl`rrdc qhmf-Ɛ ƏUdqx dwbhshmf Ɛ r`xr @mmd- 
 

Odnokdrƍ khudr `qd atrhdq sgdrd c`xr rn hs g`r mns addm

possible to maintain an ongoing bell choir but we still 

get together a few times a year to bring this magical 

sound to worship.
